but if we do not use 1,2,3 then what do we use?

we use ‘quantifiers’

There are special words for these types of nouns in a collective
(more than one) - these are called collective nouns




collective nouns

Collective nouns are used to define a group of
people, animals or objects




collective nouns

1 banana
2 bananas

3 bananas
many bananas
a bunch of bananas

bunch is the collective noun
